


The patients suffer abnormal pulmonary function (reduced vital capacity) and impaired gas 
exchange (increased alveolar-arterial pressure differences for O2 and decreased arterial O2 
saturation at rest or after exercise). IPF is a progressive and fatal disease, with an average 
survival time between two to five years following diagnosis. There is currently no efficacious 
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
